into their terraced property, they
commissioned an architect to redesign the
space, but unfortunately for them, function
was sacrificed for form.

“Our original bathroom looked lovely
but it wasn't very practical.

Within a relatively short period of
time, the scheme’s failings became more
apparent. The limestone tiles which clad the
walls, floor and bath deteriorated through
exposure to moisture, and the staggered floor
level, which culminated by the bath, was
hazardous underfoot. “Limestone is terribly
porous — it discolours horribly when it's wet
and | had slipped quite badly on the steps
once before, so it was a constant worry to us
that the children would come to harm too,”
confides Barbara. “Basically, the bathroom
just didn’t stand up to getting wet.”
